liaison statement to itu-t study group 9

Response to liaison statements received from itu‑t study group 9

Working Party 6Q wishes to thank ITU-T SG 9 for the several liaison statements received over the past year. ITU-T SG 9 has provided significant leadership in the development of measurement methods for video systems and support for the ongoing activities of the Video Quality Experts Group (VQEG). The documents of interest are discussed by categories as listed below.

ITU-T SG 9 document development

Working Party 6Q congratulates ITU-T SG 9 on completion of two new Recommendations relating to objective measurement of video picture quality, J.143 "User requirements for objective perceptual video quality measurements in digital cable television" and J.144 "Objective perceptual video quality measurement techniques for digital cable television in presence of a full reference". These recommendations represent a significant milestone in providing guidance to the television and cable industries. Working Party 6Q looks forward to continued liaison with ITU-T SG 9 on future revisions of J.144 and new recommendations for the applications listed in J.143. (Reference: Documents 6Q/3 and 6Q/15)

A liaison statement received from ITU-T SG 12 informed Working Party 6Q of the combination of previous questions into a new question "Objective and subjective methods for evaluating conversational audiovisual quality in multimedia services". We understand that the question has now been transferred to ITU-T SG 9. Working Party 6Q expects to cooperate with ITU-T SG 9 on this matter as we have done in the past with ITU-T SG 12. VQEG activities

Working Party 6Q appreciates being informed about the suggestions that ITU-T SG 9 has made to VQEG regarding continuation of the full reference methodology testing program and new activity relating to the reduced reference and no reference methodologies. Working Party 6Q is encouraged to see the revitalization of the VQEG activities along with the support and encouragement provided by ITU-T SG 9. Working Party 6Q has been informed of the new validation tests now being developed and will alert our members to the call for participation issued by VQEG. We support the idea of including novel methods such as the "invisible marker" technique provided experimental results clearly demonstrate it will not degrade the picture content, the marker data can be inserted by an independent laboratory and the method will fit well within the scope of the planned tests. Documents referred to other SG 6 Working Parties

Working Party 6Q thanks ITU-T SG 9 for informing us of the following documents that have been redirected as follows:

Liaison statement - Completion and approval of Recommendation J.142, "Methods for the measurement of parameters in the transmission of digital cable television signals". Document 6Q/4 describes measurement methods for channel coded transmission of video and is redirected to ITU-R WP 6E for their consideration.

•
Liaison to ITU-R WP 6Q regarding draft new Recommendation J.lpl "Preliminary draft new Recommendation - Loop latency issues in contribution circuits for conversational TV programmes". While this does report the results of perceptual measurements it is basically a user's requirements document rather than a measurement technique. Document 6Q/26 is redirected to ITU-R WP 6P for their consideration. 
We are very interested to receive any future contribution concerning studies carried out on this field of investigation. WP 6Q members are also interested to contribute to future experiments that may lead to a common Recommendation.
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
