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Study Group 9 wishes to inform VQEG of its approval of J.144 revised Objective perceptual video quality measurement techniques for digital cable television in presence of a full reference.  The final version of this Recommendation includes proponents D, E, F, and H as well as two legacy methods.

Study Group 9 wishes to thank VQEG for their hard work in the FR-TV Phase II validation test.  This allowed the video quality models to be evaluated and included as normative sections of the Recommendation.  We look forward to further results of the validation tests for Multimedia, HDTV, and RRNR-TV.

Study Group 9 is also considering draft Recommendation J.ssot, “Framework for remote monitoring of transmitted picture Signal-to-Noise ratio using spread-spectrum and orthogonal transform.”  It was considered that independent testing should be done by at least two organizations and SG9 would like to ask VQEG to solicit volunteers for a validation test of this method.  This will not require a subjective test.

Study Group 9 draws the attention of VQEG to a contribution on “Videoconferencing quality as a function of bandwidth, latency and packet loss.”  It can be found at Com-9, C70.
