COM9-D108 presented subjective test data that indicate that ACR and DSCQS methods give statistically equivalent MOS results.  While each method has its own merits, a principal advantage of ACR is that it allows approximately four times as many conditions to be presented in each subjective test.  The multimedia objective model selection competition requires a very large number of conditions (HRCs) to be tested.  SG9 therefore encourages other proponents to consider this issue, and recommends that VQEG should use the ACR method with hidden reference for multimedia subjective tests.
