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ITU-T SG 9 wishes to standardise objective perceptual quality models that may be employed to measure the quality of 

(i) television services using Reduced Reference and No Reference techniques (RRNR-TV) and 

(ii) multimedia (MM) services using FR, RR and NR measurement techniques. 

Work within the Video Quality Experts Group (VQEG), supported by members of ITU-T SG 9, ITU-T SG 12 and ITU-R WP6Q, is presently focused on finalising testplans for both RRNR-TV and MM subjective tests. These subjective tests will form the basis for validating objective perceptual models. 

ITU-T SG 9 invites proponents of perceptual objective video quality systems to participate in both RRNR-TV and MM validation tests. The purpose of these validation tests is to evaluate the predictive performance of objective perceptual quality models. The results from these validation tests will be used to define new international recommendations. 

The testplans for both RRNR-TV and for MM validation tests are currently in preparation. Since the final test plans are not yet available potential proponents and other interested parties will need to monitor the VQEG website (http://www.vqeg.org) and join the VQEG email reflector to find out the final details of the tests.

It is expected that the deadline for submissions will occur before the next meeting of ITU-T SGs 9 and 12 and ITU-R 6Q so the final test plans will need to be obtained from the VQEG website. It is expected that final testplans will be available soon after the VQEG meeting to be held in Rome, 14-18 June 2004. 

ITU-T SG 9 requests that this call for proponents is distributed to potential proponents on the VQEG reflector.

Any organization that would like to participate in the test either as a proponent or to support the test in any way is encouraged to contact the VQEG at ituvidq@its.bldrdoc.gov. The final deadline for proponents to register models for the validation tests will be posted on the VQEG reflector as soon as the testplans are finalised. Potential proponents should note that the deadlines for the RRNR-TV and for the MM tests may be different.
