Weather

It is turning autumn in Stockholm now, which means it could get chilly in the evenings and in the morning (5-10 centigrades), but it could also be both colder and warmer. During the day I would expect about 15 degrees. At the moment it is quite warm, which means about 12 degrees during the night and 17 during the day. The most accurate weather site for Sweden is www.smhi.se, which is available in English as well.
I would therefore recommend that you bring some warm clothes in case the temperature drops. In that case, gloves and something to wear on the head could also be nice to have. It could of course also rain, but let’s hope that the weather we have this week continues into next week.
Food
There are quite a few restaurants in Stockholm. In Kista there is wide selection of restaurants at lunch time, but not as many at night. The Food Court in the shopping mall, which is open until 9 pm, has many types of restaurants from all over the world. 
Here is a short list of restaurants in Stockholm that has got good review.
· Leijontornet (Lilla Nygatan 5, www.leijontornet.se): A gourmet restaurant in the Old Town with Swedish food. It is a somewhat expensive restaurant.
· Operakällarens bakficka “The Hip Pocket” (The Opera House. Karl XII torg, www.operakallaren.se): This is the backdrop of the Opera restaurant. It serves Swedish food to reasonable prices, at least compared to the main Opera restaurant.
· Prinsen (Mäster Samuelsgatan 4, www.restaurangprinsen.se): Swedish inspired food with influences from both the French and Italian cuisine.
· Grill (Drottningsgatan 89, www.grill.se): International food that is barbecued in various ways.
· Paus (Rörstrandsgatan 18): Nice local restaurant with an international Swedish cross-over type of food
· Spisa hos Helena (Scheelegatan 18, www.spisahoshelena.se): Close to the hotel Amaranten. Small local restaurant with excellent food. Reservation in advance is recommended
· Akkurat Restaurang & Bar(Hornsgatan 18, www.akkurat.se): Belgian restaurant with good food and a wide selection of beers and whiskeys.
Sight-Seeing

· Old Town

· The Royal Palace: This is where the king used to live and is located in the center of Stockholm
· Drottningholm Palace: This is where the royal family is actually living today. Slightly outside Stockholm. Could be reached by boat.
· The City Hall: This is were the Nobel dinner is held and is also a landmark with its tower with three crowns. It is possible to visit and get a guided tour.
· Skansen: Open air museum with old traditional Swedish houses from all over Sweden, combined with a zoo.
· Wasamuseet: A war ship that sank 300 years ago and has been taken up from the sea.
· Djurgården: Recreation island in Stockholm with many museums and nice walks
· Söders höjder – Fjällgatan/Mosebacke: Spectacular view over Stockholm combined nice old houses
