If the list is to remain, I would like to suggest some further comments on storage, etc.  Also, if the list stays, I would like to formally request that our ClearView be added to the list.  Our product is in use by several VQEG members today, and is guaranteed to output HD in realtime.

Or, you might consider removing the list altogether.
