Paris VQEG meeting May 7-11, 2007

Access to the meeting room:
For security reasons, you will be requested to leave an ID (passport, driving license or national ID card) at the front office in exchange for a badge. Please make sure your name is on the participant list ( ftp://vqeg.its.bldrdoc.gov/Documents/VQEG_Paris_May07/VQEG_Participants_List_Paris_May07_draft.doc )

BT's meeting room is located 30 rue du Chateau des Rentiers. The closest subway stations are Bibliothèque Francois Mitterrand (exit #1 or #4, lines 14 and RER-C) and Porte d'Ivry (Exit #2, line 7, on the yellow branch).

From the Sofitel hotel, it can be reached with bus line 64 ("Olympiades" or "Patay-Tolbiac"). Ticket can be purchased onboard and the name of bus stop is announced.

Transport inside Paris:
- Tickets for public transport are 1€40 each or 10€90 for 10. They can be used on subway (one journey, with any number of interchange), buses and tram (one way trip without interchange)

- There is a weekly pass "Carte Orange Hebdo, zone 1-2" for 16€, or a 5 day "Paris visit, zone 1-3" pass for 27€20.

Transport from CdG airport to central Paris:
- The subway line RER-B takes about 45 minutes between the airport and central Paris. Tickets are 8€10 one way, to anywhere in Paris. 

- Taxi takes between 45 minutes and hours according to traffic conditions. Traffic conditions can be check at the airport on panels close to the taxi rank. Prices range from 70€ up to 90€ in case of taffic jams. Add 2€ per luggage. 

- Airport shuttles must be booked prior to travel. They cost 65€ for a 4 passengers car, or 27€ for one person on a sharing basis. (www.paris-airport-shuttle.com or www.greyshuttle.com)
