and Audio quality evaluation


ITU-R Working Party 6C,
considering
a)
that broadcasters are responsible for the quality of programmes in the broadcasting chain;
b)
that Working Party 6C has been studying methods of quality assessment and related matters for managing the quality subjectively and objectively;

c)
that studies on quality assessment are being conducted not only in ITU-R Study Group 6 but also in ITU-T Study Groups 9 and 12:
–
ITU-T Study Group 12 is the lead SG of ITU-T on performance and quality of service (QoS);
–
ITU-T Study Group 9 carries out studies on the use of telecommunication systems for contribution, primary distribution, and secondary distribution of television, sound programmes and related data services including interactive services, for which subjective and objective methods for evaluating quality of service are studied;
d)
that each Study Group has its own terms of reference, but similar and related studies are being conducted;

e)
that we must seek to avoid confusing the roles of various groups, duplicating work, wasting resources, and producing diverging and contradictory results;
f)
that liaison and collaboration with other groups/organizations are encouraged for the sake of harmonized work and that making references in ITU-R Recommendations to other standards can improve efficiency and minimize the translation and publication costs born by the ITU;

g)
Resolution ITU-R 6-1 on liaison and collaboration with the ITU-T Standardization Sector;
h)
that collaborative work is desirable with ITU-T Study Groups 9 and 12 concerning quality evaluation,
decides that two Rapporteurs, one for video quality evaluation and another for audio quality evaluation, should be appointed with the following tasks
1
to liaise with the Rapporteur Groups for:
– 
ITU-T Question 2/9 – Measurement and control of the Quality of Service (QoS) for television transmission on contribution and distribution networks;
– 
ITU-T Question 12/9 – Objective and subjective methods for evaluating perceptual audiovisual quality in multimedia services within the terms of Study Group 9;
– 
ITU-T Question 7/12 – Methods, tools and test plans for the subjective assessment of speech, audio and audiovisual quality interactions;
– 
ITU-T Question 9/12 – Perceptual-based objective methods for voice, audio and visual quality measurements in telecommunication services;
2
to assess common requirements in the subjective and objective quality evaluation methods;
3
to seek to harmonize activities with other groups developing draft new or revised Recommendations on quality evaluation methods, keeping in mind the need to avoid proliferation of Recommendations with similar objectives, and the need to avoid inconsistencies between Recommendations concerning similar subjects;
4
to seek to develop common text (also termed a parallel text or a twin text) of Recommendations on quality assessment when there is no related Recommendations in other groups and other groups have the same interest and objective;

to seek to develop Recommendations by referring to established Standards/Recommendations on quality assessment when related Recommendations are already available in other groups;
6
to consider possibility to develop a single best model for objective quality measurement by integrating most promising tools proposed by proponents,
further decides

that Mrs. Margaret Pinson and Mrs. Judith LIEBETRAU should be appointed as Rapporteurs for video quality evaluation and that for audio quality evaluation, respectively;
2
that the Rapporteurs should be free to consult other specialists and representative members of the relevant SGs in the field of interest as necessary;

that the Rapporteurs should report the progress to ITU-R WP 6C;

that the Rapporteurs should send copies of the report to the relevant ITU bodies;

the Rapporteurs should work in accordance with § 2.14 of Resolution ITU-R 1-5.
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
