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Abstract

With this contribution, proponents of a non-intrusive evaluation model of multimedia quality based on IP protocol information, P.NAMS, are invited to participate in the standardisation work of Question 14 of ITU-T Study Group 12. All proponents are welcomed to submit an objective quality assessment algorithm, with model submission planned in the beginning of 2011. 
Requirements
The requirements on P.NAMS candidate models are described in “P.NAMS Requirement Specification”, TD 332-GEN. The requirement specification contains requirements for the proponents and references to all relevant P.NAMS documents, including the P.NAMS work plan. The acceptance of this requirement specification is mandatory for participation in the P.NAMS competition. The most important dates of the work plan can be found below. 
The selection criteria, including the statistical evaluation, will be published separately and will be available according to the time schedule below. The publication of the selection criteria procedure will be done after agreement using the Q14 email reflector (t09sg12q14@lists.itu.int). After distribution of the agreed final statistical evaluation pro​cedure it will form a mandatory part of the work plan of P.NAMS.
