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The VQEG group recognizes the huge effort performed by MPEG and SG16 Q6 in the formal subjective assessment of the Proposals in response to the CfP for HeVC.
We also know that a huge number of original video source sequences was produced and encoded by the Proponents to the CfP and by MPEG to produce Anchors for the subjective assessment trial.
VQEG has done and is still active in many projects aiming at the validation of objective quality metrics and to other research topics related to quality assessment of video and audio.

One of the main efforts VQEG is always facing is the availability of source and coded video and audiovisual test material.

For this reason VQEG is asking MPEG and SG16 Q6, and all companies and research centers collaborating in it, if some of the video material produced for the recent subjective testing effort for HeVC could be made available for use in the frame of one of more of the projects ongoing inside VQEG.

One of the current projects where VQEG is planning to use MPEG video source and coded material is related to the validation of Hybrid Objective Quality Metrics and, in that context, WVGA (836 x 480) test material availability would be highly appreciated.
Should this proposal be acceptable by MPEG, SG16 Q6 and it members, VQEG has appointed two of its experts (Vittorio Baroncini and Glenn Van Wallendael) as Liaison persons to MPEG to further discuss and possibly agree on the modality to access the MPEG video material. 
VQEG also recognizes that the HeVC testing effort has been conducted thanks to a cooperative effort of ISO and ITU-T; for this reason a collaboration request for the availability of video source and coded material will be addressed in parallel to both MPEG and ITU-T SG16 Q.6 (VCEG) group.
