· Carolyn reviewed Generalized Use Cases terminology

· Mikolaj presents automated classification into Generalized Use Cases

· Discussion of lighting level measurement

· Original proposal

· Bright, variable , dim

· Variable  means 

· bright and dark light in the same view of the camera (spatial)?
· illumination of the  target defines the illumination level  

· OR Fast lighting changes over time, e.g. flashing (temporal)?

· discussion of number of lighting levels to define

· bright

· dim

· flashing

· variable lighting

· Mikolaj suggests we consult with the practitioners for input of levels definition

· Carolyn  suggests we run tests to determine which lighting levels can be grouped together..

· Possibly have colleague generate simulated scenes for testing

· Create video w / Police for capturing flashing scenes

For VQIPS

· keep bright/dim/spatial variation classifications

For QART – variable implies flashing 

· discussion of AGH web site interface for soliciting target definitions from end users
· current proposal allows users to type in the target name (license plate for example)

· Mikolaj proposes allowing user to draw an outline box around the target

· Discussion of capturing users inputs and offering them to subsequent users

· Pros:  this helps captures common targets

· Cons: may include typos, terminology differs (license, car #)

· Typos, etc could be weeded out by programming, vocabulary databases.

Carolyn talks about MIIRS - (Motion video NIIRS)



MISB – Motion Imagery Standards Board

· DOD funded

· MISB wants to broaden their scope to include public safety.

· overlaps QART task based video charter

· Carolyn suggests following process to extend MIIRS:

· for public safety

· inquiry users what target are of interest

· some overlap with Mikolaj GUC applications

· i.e. what targets are used most often..

· examples of MIIRS still images.

· rating 1 – level 1 – airfield strip

· rating 9 – identify aircraft skin,  screws and bolts on radar equipment 

· Carolyn shows the Public Safety Comm. Research website

 Mikolaj gave presentation of CCTV face recognition. Video test


Savvas  spoke on biometrics tasks

· Human based rec. tasks

· Algorithm based recognition (automated)

Mikolaj – talked about who the active participants of QART

· Carolyn suggests such participants are given a test package (video clips, etc.) that can be ran thru participants’ system (for automated processing for example).
