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ITU-T Study Group 12 appreciates the continued exchange with VQEG (VQEG – LS 8, our TD 34 GEN/12) and ITU-T Study Group 9 (COM 9 – LS 3, our TD 35 GEN/12) on video and audiovisual quality assessment topics.
The information on VQEG’s and SG9’s 3D video quality has been received with great interest. SG12 wishes to draw the groups’ attention to the upcoming work items in Q14/12 on developing parametric and bitstream models for estimating the quality of 3D video streaming services (P.3DNAMS, P.3DNBAMS). SG12 will be happy to receive contributions on these topics.
SG12 is happy to announce that the winning groups for the model competitions on the two P.NBAMS higher resolution models (mode 1 and mode 2, i.e. with parsing only and with decoding of the bitstream, respectively). The respective new standard P.1202.2 has now been consented at the March 2013 meeting of SG12. Some updates of the related documents P.1201, P.1202 and P.1201.2 have been consented, too.
It is noted that the G.OMVAS work item on planning models for IP-based audiovisual streaming services has been picked up again within Q13/12. It has been decided that the respective audiovisual quality models for network planning will be developed based on a mapping of parameters internal to the existing P.120X.Y monitoring models. First respective proposals have been presented during the SG12 meeting.
Further, SG12 wishes to bring the substantially updated question text of Q14/12 to VQEG’s and SG9’s attention (http://www.itu.int/en/ITU-T/studygroups/2013-2016/12/Pages/q14.aspx). It has been approved by SG12 and WTSA for the just started new study period. In particular, SG12 will be happy to exchange information with and receive contributions from VQEG and SG9 relevant for the new work item P.NATS (monitoring model for progressive download and adaptive streaming).
ITU-T Study Group 12 will be happy to receive future updates on relevant VQEG and ITU-T SG9 projects. 
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
